Advanced/Practical Avalanche class

This 3-day advanced avalanche course is designed to fine tune your practical skills learned in your level I and answer many of your questions.  This class will merge the technical, theoretical and practical skills while providing you with a high level of continuing education. We will spend the majority of time outdoors, route finding and decision making.  Lectures will give participants current state of the art avalanche research and technologies including stability/bonding tests, human factors, advanced beacon techniques and snow morphology. 
This class is a must for backcountry travelers who desire continuing education without being required to follow a specific focus such as guiding or operational concerns.

Skills and topics to be addressed include: AIARE Level I class review, latest avalanche technology including checklists, requirements and techniques for full data pits and weather recording, plus the majority of the time route-finding and field decision making. This class will also prepare you for a level II class.
Students must have previous avalanche education and should be comfortable backcountry skiing.  Also, previous hut touring experience with a backpack is required.  Please contact Scott if you are unsure if your avalanche education is appropriate for this class.
